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Madison – State Representative André Jacque (R-De Pere) and Representative Janel Brandtjen (R- Menomonee Falls) renewed their calls to defund Planned Parenthood, Wisconsin’s and the nation’s largest abortion provider.  The effort to defund the pro-abortion agency comes after Planned Parenthood President Cecile Richards testified before a House Oversight and Government Reform Committee probing taxpayer funding.
“We have consistently heard top democrats, including President Obama, tell us that millions of women count on Planned Parenthood for their mammograms. It was quite revealing to hear Ms. Richards admit to the congressional committee that she is not aware of Planned Parenthood having even one mammogram machine,” said Brandtjen. Rep. Jacque added, “While the democrats’ mammogram argument was fake, unfortunately breast cancer is not. We need comprehensive cancer screening for women- our mothers, wives and daughters deserve better.” 
The House Oversight Committee is also questioning the possible illegal use of federal dollars to subsidize Planned Parenthood’s abortion-related activities.  Similar questions were raised by recent testimony at hearings in both the Wisconsin Assembly and Senate from two former Planned Parenthood clinic directors, exposing the lack of segregation of funds and the commonplace double and triple-dipping in billing that occurs at taxpayers’ expense.  Planned Parenthood refused to testify at both the Wisconsin Assembly and Senate hearings on AB 310/SB 237 and AB 311/SB 238, which focused on the abortion giant’s use of Title X dollars and massive overbilling of taxpayers through the Medicaid 340 B program.
“The argument that Planned Parenthood isn’t all about abortion falls apart when you hear Cecile Richards say that 86% of Planned Parenthood’s revenue comes from abortions.” Brandtjen said. “Planned Parenthood is tall on abortions and short on women’s health.  We can channel our tax dollars to providers that will offer a higher level of care,” Brandtjen noted.  Reps. Jacque and Brandtjen also commended Wisconsin Congressman Sean Duffy (R- Hayward) for his leadership on defunding Planned Parenthood as the author of H.R. 3495, which passed the House of Representatives yesterday. The bill specifies that states are not required to include abortion providers within their medical assistance programs.  Wisconsin Congressmen Jim Sensenbrenner and Glenn Grothman are among the bill’s co-sponsors.
Assembly Bill 310, which would expand Wisconsin’s preventive care network by having the WI DHS apply for and prioritize Title X funds away from abortion providers, passed the Assembly last week and is in the Senate awaiting further action.  Assembly Bill 311 and its senate companion, SB 238, are expected to receive further legislative consideration this fall.
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
