In addition to courses
designed to develop leadership skills, the program analyzes a variety of public policy issues, focusing
especially on issues affecting the regional economy. Legislators from Illinois, Indiana, lowa, Kansas,
Michigan, Minnesota, Nebraska, North Dakota, Ohio, South Dakota and Wisconsin are chosen in a
competitive, nonpartisan process. BILLD is part of the Council of State Government in cooperation with The
Center for the Study of Politics and Governance at the University of Minnesota's Humphrey School of Public
Affairs.

The State Legislative Leaders Foundation Emerging Leaders Program is designed specifically for young
state legislative leaders. 50 state legislators are selected from across the nation. The program is held every
July at the University of Virginia, in partnership with the distinguished Darden School of Business.
Participants in SLLF are selected on recommendations of the current leadership in each state legislature.
Every House Speaker, Senate President, and House and Senate Minority Leader is invited to nominate first-
or second-term legislators to apply to this program.
