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GOP BUDGET PROTECTS FAMILIES, JOBS, EDUCATION

Republican version taxes least, spends least, and borrows least

Riverbottom. . . Wisconsin families get to hold on to a little more of their hard-earned money under the budget package passed in GOP caucus debate last night according to state Representative Joe Schmoe (R-Riverbottom.)

“Our version of the budget is the only one that cuts taxes,” said Schmoe.  “We’ve managed to come in with the lowest spending, the lowest taxes, and the lowest structural deficit.”

The GOP caucus version of the budget has a $38 million net reduction in taxes.  By contrast, the Senate version of the budget results in a net increase of $345 million in taxes.

“There’s something about conducting the budget process in public, with real debate and real amendments, that leads to responsibility and restraint,” said Schmoe.  “We worked hard and we did a respectable job.”

Schmoe said the Assembly budget was about three issues: Taxes, jobs and educational opportunities.  

“We tried to cut taxes, encourage job creation and increase educational opportunities,” said Schmoe.  “And we succeeded.  But the Senate put together a budget that hikes taxes on families, punishes job creation, and decreases educational opportunities.  The differences between our vision for the state are very clear.” 

Schmoe said the GOP version of the budget was one that every parent and taxpayer should support.

“We met our priorities.  We have a prescription drug plan that helps hundreds of thousands of our seniors,” said Schmoe.  “We funded smaller class sizes.  We funded Birth-to-Three for disabled children.  And we managed to do all this without hiking general taxes, and with a net tax cut.”

The Assembly version of the budget cuts taxes on Social Security benefits, military pensions, school building materials and eliminated every tax hike included in the JFC version of the budget.

The Assembly expects to bring the budget to the floor for debate on Friday.
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
