Cullen Bill to Clamp Down on Child Sex Offenders Passes Assembly
A bill I authored to help law enforcement officials in their fight against child sex predators recently passed the State Assembly.

The bill provides for the seizure of computers used in committing a sex crime against a child.  Currently, law enforcement may temporarily take a computer to search for evidence of illegal activities, but they must return the computer when finished.  My bill will allow computers used by child sex offenders to be seized and not returned.  
The bill now goes to the State Senate where I will work to ensure its passage.
