Disabled Parking Bill Becomes Law

Assembly Bill 169, which I authored, was signed into law by Governor Doyle on March 20.  This new law will improve access to disabled parking permits or license plates by allowing public health nurses and podiatrists to sign the approval paperwork to receive them.

Under the new law, public health nurses and podiatrists will be added to the list of other health care professionals, such as physicians and physician assistants, who can complete the necessary paperwork to obtain disabled parking permits or license plates. 

I authored Assembly Bill 169 at the suggestion of Gloria Wall, Director of the Crawford County Public Health Department.  I have enjoyed working with Gloria to get this bill signed into law.  Especially in our rural areas, people don’t always see the doctor for routine visits, so this is a valuable service that the public health nurses want to provide for their patients.  No doubt the health departments in our area will use this new law to help folks who might not otherwise have access to this service.
Assembly Bill 169 is the 120th bill to become law of the 2,387 bills introduced in the 2007-2008 legislative session.

Conservation Congress Spring Hearings
Anyone who is interested in natural resources, conservation, hunting, fishing, trapping or outdoor recreation in Wisconsin will want to attend the upcoming  Spring Hearings on Monday, April 14.
At the meeting, people will have an opportunity to provide their input by non-binding vote and testimony to the Department of Natural Resources, Natural Resources Board and the Conservation Congress on proposed hunting and fishing rule changes and advisory questions.

Also at the meeting, people elect their county’s delegates to the Conservation Congress.  People can run for election as their county’s representative to the Congress to be able to represent their county’s views regarding natural resources. Also, individuals can bring forward resolutions to let the Congress know about conservation issues of a statewide nature that they would like to see addressed.
