DNR and Conservation Congress Spring Hearings
Anyone who is interested in natural resources, conservation, hunting, fishing, trapping or outdoor recreation in Wisconsin is encouraged to attend the upcoming  DNR Spring Fish and Wildlife Hearings and annual Conservation Congress county meetings on Monday, April 13. This is a good chance for people to make their voices heard on issues affecting our natural resources.  

At the meeting, people will have an opportunity to provide their input by non-binding vote and testimony to the Department of Natural Resources, Natural Resources Board and the Conservation Congress on proposed hunting and fishing rule changes and advisory questions.  

Also at the meeting, people elect their county’s delegates to the Conservation Congress.  People can run for election as their county’s representative to the Congress to be able to represent their county’s views regarding natural resources. Also, individuals can bring forward resolutions to let the Congress know about conservation issues of a statewide nature that they would like to see addressed.
