Hearing to Highlight Flood-control Dam Repair Needs

Officials from Richland, Monroe, and Vernon counties will be heading to Madison on February 12 to tell members of the Assembly’s Rural Affairs Committee about the mounting problems they are experiencing with flood-control dams.  

As Chairman of the Assembly Rural Affairs Committee, I am holding this hearing to educate other legislators about the need to repair small watershed flood control structures built under Public Law 83-566 over 50 years ago.  Last summer’s floods showed how important these dams are for protecting property and infrastructure. As a result of this meeting, I hope to highlight the need for repairing these aging structures so that we’ll have a good start for working towards getting some money for repairs in the future.
The hearing will be held on February 12 at 1:15 p.m. in Room 400 Northeast in the State Capitol.  The public is welcome to attend, so if you’re interested in sharing your thoughts with the committee on this issue, you can just show up at the hearing that day and say what’s on your mind.  
Check Road Conditions before Traveling
With the almost record-setting amount of snow that we've had this winter, and more snow to come, it’s important to know road conditions if you plan on traveling.  The Wisconsin Department of Transportation provides a website, http://www.dot.wisconsin.gov/travel/road/winter-roads.htm, and a toll-free number, 1-800-ROAD-WIS (1-800-762-3947), for you to access up-to-date information about the winter driving conditions on Wisconsin’s roadways.  
Information is collected by State Troopers, County Highway Department personnel, and other law enforcement officers for main highways so that drivers can get an idea of the road conditions on the way to their destination.  During winter months, the road condition report is updated four times per day, at 6:00 a.m., 10:00 a.m., 3:00 p.m., and 7:00 p.m.
