Conservation Congress Spring Hearing Results

On April 14, about 6,400 people statewide attended the 2008 Spring Fisheries and Wildlife Rules Hearings and Wisconsin Conservation Congress county meetings.  The hearings gave citizens a chance to comment and vote on proposed fish and wildlife rule changes, Conservation Congress and Natural Resources Board advisory questions, and to submit resolutions for rule changes they would like to see in the future.
The non-binding, advisory vote results and comments on proposed rules will be presented to the Natural Resources Board at its May 28th meeting in Milwaukee in order to help the board gauge public sentiment on these items.

Rules that are approved by the Natural Resources Board will be sent to the Legislature in June 2008 for review.  As a member of the Assembly’s Natural Resources Committee, I will be reviewing these rules late this summer and into early fall.
