It's Working in Wisconsin--Two Billion

Now that tax season is in full swing, one prominent tax accounting service is telling customers, “Get your billion 
back America” referring to the nearly 1 billion dollars Americans miss out on when preparing their taxes. Here in 
Wisconsin we have a slightly different catch phrase, “Get your $2 billion back Wisconsin.” Since taking office, 
Governor Walker along with Republican leaders in the State Senate and Assembly have generated more than 
billion dollars in tax relief.
