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Important Notes:
· While Lacy will hand out article assignments to interns, the intern should email the article to Ashley who will then make edits, time permitting (if short deadline, edits may not be possible).
· When using a statistic, make sure you cite its source. Also, make sure the source is reputable. Here is an example: Unfortunately, Wisconsin is not doing much better than the national average. According to the American Association of University Women, men in Wisconsin working a full-time job earned $46,214 on average compared to women doing equal work, who earned just $35,890 on average for an earnings ratio of just 78%. The length of the articles may vary. There is usually not a set length limit, just make sure you accomplish the tasks outlined in your article.
· Please be mindful of how past articles on the same or similar topics have been formatted. I have mentioned when I believe there is a past newsletter article on the issue you are writing about. However, if you use a past article for guidance, try to find a way to reword material that has been used previously or find a new angle. This will help us make content look new and fresh. While this is the goal, I understand if this may not always be possible and articles are somewhat similar to their predecessors in certain cases (This is especially true for government holidays).
