
This past Wednesday marked 50 
years to the day since Dr. Martin 
Luther King Jr. delivered his historic 
and iconic “I Have a Dream” speech 
to more than 250,000 civil rights 
activists at the Great March on 
Washington on August 28, 1963.  
The March was one of the largest 
political rallies in our nation’s histo-
ry, and its success in advancing civil 
rights legislation was a triumph for organized protest and served a 
testament to the power of democracy within the United States.  Re-
membering Dr. King’s poignant call for racial harmony, we pay trib-
ute to the brave forerunners of the modern civil rights movement 
who made incredible strides in the fight for equality and justice 
within our political system.   

Half a century later, we are also reminded that the battle for equali-
ty is far from over. Contemporary issues – from hotly debated polic-
ing tactics, to voting rights, to jobs and economic disparities – re-
quire us as citizens to speak out for justice whenever possible. We 

must continue to stand 
up for racial and socioec-
onomic freedom at eve-
ry opportunity—to take 
on their march as our 
march— in order for our 
society to realize the 
dream that Dr. King 
spoke of, so movingly, 
now fifty years ago.
