e A 2% increase each fiscal year in General Transportation Aids (GTA) to Counties totaling $7,566,300

e A 2% increase each fiscal year in General Transportation Aids to Local Municipalities totaling
$23,863,100

e A S100 million investment in the Local Road Improvement Program (LRIP) Discretionary Supplement

e 54,016,800 in one time funding for the Local Road Improvement Program (general)
