The process for determining the future of shared revenue should be measured and thoughtful, and 
enormously consequential legislation should take more than a few hours to review, with all stakeholders at the 
table. I look forward to working with my colleagues across the aisle to pass a bill into law that provides record 
funding to local governments without burdensome strings attached.” 
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
