Owen, Wilhelm “Bill” Gospel, Jane Kulich, and Jackson Sparks. We grieve with the family and friends of 
the victims. We continue to pray that God’s comfort be with them. 

 
“We also honor those who served the community that day. First responders went above and beyond 
to bring healing and help. Countless bystanders also jumped in to help wherever they could. All of 
those who helped were bright lights on a dark evening.
