Jesse James, released a bill that would create a one-time 
school safety grant program of $30 million.

The grant would be open to all public and private schools in Wisconsin, with priority given to those who did 
not receive a grant in 2017. 
 
“It is always a good time to better secure the safety of Wisconsin students,” said Rep Allen. “They are our 
future, and we have a responsibility to protect them.”
