
Summary of Bill:





Assembly Bill (AB) 11 repeals Chapter 235 of the Wisconsin State Statutes and other statutory language referencing the World Dairy Center Authority.  





Fiscal Effect:





A fiscal estimate was not required for AB 11.





Supporters Message:





The World Dairy Center Authority has not been active in any way for many years.


This repeal removes an outdated section of the statutes and eliminates the statutory requirement that the Governor and leadership in the Assembly and Senate appoint members of the World Dairy Center Authority.


AB 11 has no implications for World Dairy Expo (held annually in Madison), and Expo officials have no concerns with the repeal of the World Dairy Center Authority.
