
Summary of Bill:





Assembly Bill (AB) 32 allows DOT to extend the employer notification program to allow an employer to register an employee who does not operate a commercial motor vehicle if the employee’s employment responsibilities include the operation of any motor vehicle.  





DOT currently administers an employer notification program that permits an employer of a commercial motor vehicle driver to register the driver’s name with DOT and to be informed by DOT whenever a traffic−related conviction, suspension, revocation, cancellation, disqualification, or out−of−service order is recorded on the person’s driving record.





Fiscal Effect:





DOT is already capable of extending this program without additional cost to the department, an indeterminate increase in revenue from additional record sales may occur.





Supporters Message:





This bill will help employers track the driving records of their employees.  Businesses that depend on safe drivers will benefit from a service currently enjoyed by employers of CDL drivers.  





Opponents Message:





Some may say that even though it is the responsibility of the business owner to have safe drivers working for them that this could be an intrusion of privacy to the employee.
