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Summary of AB 106 (As Amended):


Assembly Bill 106(As Amended) 	Assembly Bill 106 modifies current law so that no person holding a license or permit under ch. 125, Stats., may sell, vend, deal, or traffic in alcohol beverages to or with any underage person unless the underage person is at least 18 years of age and is accompanied by a parent, guardian, or spouse who has attained the legal drinking age. A person holding a license could be, for example, a tavern or restaurant owner who holds a retail license or a bartender who holds an operator’s license.





	The bill also modifies the provision relating to an underage person possessing or consuming alcohol on licensed premises so that an underage person may not possess or consume alcohol beverages on licensed premises unless the underage person is accompanied by a parent, guardian, or spouse and is at least 18 years of age.





	Assembly Amendment 1 provides that no person may procure for, sell, dispense, or give away any alcohol beverages to any underage person unless the underage person is accompanied by his or her parent, guardian, or spouse who has attained the legal drinking age and, if on licensed premise, including a tavern, the underage person is at least 18 years of age. This provision applies to a person who does not hold a license but is serving alcohol under the supervision of a bartender who holds an operator’s license or to any other person, including, arguably, a parent, who buys an alcohol beverage at a tavern or other licensed premises and gives it to an underage person who is under 18 years of age.


Fiscal Effect:


There was no fiscal bureau memo done for AB 106  


Supporters Message:


According to the Author, people who begin to drink before the age of 15 are four times more likely to develop alcohol dependence and are two-and-a-half times more likely to become abusers of alcohol than those who begin drinking at age 21.


Opponents Message: 


Parent’s rights or their knowledge of what they feel is good for their children are no longer necessary under AB 106, government makes the decision.  


AB 106 leaves the interpretation wide open as to who’s license is on the line and who gets ticketed if an adult were to purchase an adult beverage and then pass it to their child.
