
Summary of Bill (as amended):





Assembly Bill (AB) 153 – The Secretary of the Department of Agriculture, Trade & Consumer Protection (DATCP) and the Secretary of the Department of Tourism are members of the State Fair Park Board under state law.  This bill would allow each Secretary to have a designee serve on the State Fair Park Board in their place if they chose.  The designee would have to be an employee of the department of which the secretary is the head.





Fiscal Effect:





There is no fiscal estimate for AB 153





Supporters Message:





Many times the Secretaries are unable to attend every meeting of the State Fair Park Board because of duties and responsibilities around the state.  Allowing them to have a designee serve in their place ensures that both departments are represented and have input in the decisions of the board.  Other Secretaries are already allowed to have designees serve in their place on various boards and commissions.





Opponents Message:





A concern was raised that the change would have the effect of the Secretary simply never showing up at any of the meetings and always sending a staff member instead.
