
Summary of Bill:





Assembly Bill 211 (AB 211) relates to the administration of grant funds under the county-tribal law enforcement program in s.165.90 WI Stats.  The bill was recommended for passage by the Legislative Council’s Special Committee on State-Tribal Relations.  The Joint Legislative Council voted unanimously to introduce it.





Assembly Bill 211 clarifies that a joint plan under the County-Tribal Cooperative Law Enforcement Grant Program must specify that either the county or the tribe is to receive and administer aid provided under the program, or that they are each to receive and administer a portion of the aid. It further clarifies that the Department of Justice (DOJ) must distribute the funds to the county, the tribe, or both, as specified in the plan.








Fiscal Effect:





There is no Fiscal Estimate on this bill.





Supporters Message:





The bill provides accountability by assuring that law enforcement grant funds will go to the law enforcement entity or entities providing services under the grant.  It promotes a good working relationship between counties and the tribes.





Opponents Message:





No apparent opposition arguments. 





Key Supporters:





Forest County Potawatomi, Menominee, and Oneida tribes; Rep. Jeff Mursau





Key Opponents:





No opponents registered or testified at the public hearing.  Wisconsin Sheriffs and deputies monitored the bill, but did not take a position in support or opposition.





Committee Vote:





On June 2, 2009, the Assembly Committee on Judiciary and Ethics recommended passage of AB211, on a vote of 10-0.
