

Summary of Bill AB 292:





Assembly Bill 292—This bill cleans up various statutes relating to recording real property documents within Register of Deeds office.  First, it sets a minimum margin requirement on all pages filed with the register of deeds of at least 0.25 inches.  Second, it requires recording conveyances of mineral interests in the real estate tract index.  And third, it revises the fee for a certificate of a declaration of trust document to be as defined in 59.43(2)(b).  In addition, AB 292 also authorizes a register of deeds to return the entire group of documents unrecorded that have been submitted for recording because of a failure to comply with required statutory requirements; and under section 706.25, uniform real property electric recording act, AB 292 allows for every document that a register of deeds accepts for recording, despite its failure to conform to one or more statutory requirements, is considered recorded.    


  


Fiscal Effect:





The Fiscal Estimate prepared by both the circuit court system & DFI has determined that AB 292 has no fiscal effect.





Supporters Message:





Local governments believe this is simple clean up language that will aid their local Register of Deeds complete their duties more efficiently.    





Opponents Message:





Although this is deemed as simple “clean up” language there are ways this new language can be abused.  Example, with stacks of files on a register of deeds desk, he/she may start looking for small imperfections, like a margin out of place on one page, thus returning an entire document and causing massive delays.
