
Summary of Bill:


Assembly Bill 308  - Stipulates that local law enforcement agencies have the authority with emergency lights operating to travel through controlled intersections without stopping while conducting an escort.  Current law is ambiguous on this ability.





Fiscal Effect:


AB 308 is not anticipated to have a fiscal effect on government.





Supporters Message:


Would give local law enforcement clear authority to conduct “police escorts” of visiting government officials, dignitaries or sports event participants.


Would be consistent with Secret Service requirements for visiting persons.





Opponents Message:


No opposition
