
Summary of Bill:





Assembly Bill (AB) 325 will add the commissioner of railroads to the list of contacts being notified during the proposal of vacating a public way if a railroad crossing is present on the proposed public way.  Currently, property owners, the public, and the DOT secretary are included in the notification process.
