
Summary of Bill 





Assembly Bill (AB) 372 - The DNR regulates disposal of solid waste and the facilities where waste is disposed.  An exemption exists in current law prohibiting the DNR from regulating solid waste from a single family or household if the disposal takes place on the property where the waste was created.   





AB 372 removes this exemption.  





Fiscal Effect:





No fiscal estimate was required for this bill.





Supporters Message:


Backyard dumping is an environmental threat leading to possible groundwater contamination.


Backyard dumping impacts property value.


Backyard dumping is a threat to public health because it provides an ideal breeding ground for 	


            mosquitoes and disease-carrying rodents.  


Backyard dumping discourages investment since investors are less likely to develop these areas.


Minnesota, Illinois, and Iowa do not allow single-family on-premises waste disposal. 





Opponents Message:


AB 372 expands DNR authority.


Local governments have the ability to pass ordinances banning backyard dumping and many have already done so.
