
Summary of Bill:





Assembly Bill 376 – AB 376 requires a judge to order restitution in all cases where a person is convicted of stealing a cemetery marker indicating that the deceased was a veteran. 





Fiscal Effect:





A fiscal note was not required.





Supporters Message:


The family members of those who have served in the military should not have the worry or expense associated with replacing the bronze military markers that get stolen from their loved ones gravesites.
