
Summary of Bill:





Assembly Bill (AB) 430 declares October 10th as William D. Hoard Day, and adds that date to the list of legal holidays.





October 10, 1836 is the birthday of William D. Hoard, who was Wisconsin’s 16th governor, and a leading promoter of the dairy industry.





Fiscal Effect:





A fiscal estimate was not required for AB 430.





Supporters Message:





William D. Hoard is a significant figure in Wisconsin’s history, and should be honored accordingly.





Opponents Message:





Extends the list of legal holidays, which are not counted when determining if a legal document has been submitted, answered, or filed in a timely manner.  Elections cannot be held on legal holidays.  (Bill does not affect the number of paid holidays for public employees.)

Key Opponents:





No one testified or registered against AB 430, and no one registered against it with the Ethics Board.





Committee Vote:





On October 20, 2009, the Assembly Committee on Agriculture recommended passage of AB 430 on a vote of 11-0. [A. Ott, Nerison, Murtha, Tauchen, and Brooks voted Aye.]
