Summary of Bill:


�HYPERLINK "http://www.legis.state.wi.us/2009/data/AB432hst.html"��Assembly Bill (AB) 432�- Under current law, subject to certain exceptions, a person must register with the Department of Corrections (DOC) as a sex offender if he or she has been convicted of certain sex offenses, found not guilty of certain sex offenses by reason of mental disease or defect, or adjudicated delinquent on the basis of certain sex offenses. 





The sex offender registry contains specific information about a person required to register (registrant), such as the registrant’s name, appearance, offense, address and place of employment and any school in which the registrant is enrolled.  A registrant must also periodically provide updated information to DOC if the information originally provided to the registry changes.





Unless the registrant notifies the school, AB 432 generally prohibits a registrant from being in or on:


any school building, or


any school grounds, or


school recreation area, or 


school athletic field, or


any school property owned, used, or operated for school administration 





Fiscal Effect:


The WI Public Defender’s Board estimates an increase in costs which would not be able to be absorbed in the Board’s budget at the state level and a mandatory increase in costs at the county level.  The WI Department of Justice, WI Department of Corrections and State of WI District Attorneys respectively estimate an indeterminate fiscal effect at both the state and local level.





Assembly Republican Message:


AB 432 adds another zone of protection for children in Wisconsin, with emphasis that outside of the home, children and their families should be afforded a sense of security from registered sex offenders be on or near these premises.





Opposition Arguments:


AB 432 adds another zone of restriction where a registered sex offender may not enter, even though they may be in compliance with extended rules and regulations.
