
Summary of Bill:





Under current law, evidence offered in court must meet certain requirements.  Some documents (such as official records and reports) are “self-authenticating” if certain requirements are met.





Driver records maintained by the Department of Transportation (DOT) may be certified electronically by DOT as public records qualifying for self-authentication.





This bill will allow DOT records to certify electronically additional records, such as vehicle titles and registrations, motor vehicle dealer records, and motor vehicle carrier records.





Fiscal Effect:





The fiscal estimates prepared indicate no state or local fiscal effect.





Supporters Message:





This bill will allow DMV to certify records electronically rather than by hand, which will streamline the administrative process. 





Opponents Message:





No opposing argument has been made.  





Key Supporters:





DOT (DMV) requested the bill.





Key Opponents:





No one testified or registered against in committee or registered against with the Ethics Board.





Committee Vote:





On October 27, 2009, the Assembly Committee on Transportation unanimously recommended passage as amended of AB 456. [11-0]
