

Summary of Bill 





Assembly Bill 494 makes changes to the way that campaign finance reports are handled and received by the Government Accountability Board (GAB). The bill requires the GAB to set up and provide an internet-based system with which campaign finance reports can be filed. 





Assembly Substitute Amendment 1 requires the GAB to specify, by rule, what types of programs or systems will be allowed for the submitting of campaign finance reports. In addition, following completion of the rule-making process, proposed GAB rules relating to the use of software will be subject to review by the Joint Committee on Finance, which can modify or disapprove the proposed rule during the period of time specified.





Fiscal Effect:





A fiscal estimate was not required.





Supporters Message:


This will make filing reports easier.


This will allow better use of current technologies. 


This will result in files that are more accessible to the public for review.
