
Summary of Bill as amended 


Assembly Bill (AB) 502 - directs the DOR to certify the tax incremental base for TID #18 in the City of Waukesha as a blighted district as of 1/1/08. AB 502 also directs DOR to allocate tax increments and treat the district as if it had been created on 1/1/08 except that DOR will certify a value increment in 2010.





Assembly Amendment 1 is a technical amendment requested by DOR.  It clarifies that TIF #18 is a “blighted” area district.





Fiscal Effect:


A base value for the TID has not yet been determined by DOR.  Therefore it is not possible to project how the incremental value and incremental levies of this district will be affected by the bill.





Supporters Message:


It is estimated that TID #18 in the City of Waukesha will increase the City’s tax base by several million dollars.  The development that occurs in the TID will also result in the creation of numerous new employment opportunities.     





Opponents Message:


This is another instance where revisions for TIDs involve statutory corrections.  





Key Supporters:


Reps. Kramer and Newcomer; Sen. Kanavas; Mayor Larry Nelson, City of Waukesha; the Wisconsin Alliance of Cities. 





Key Opponents:


No one testified or registered against AB 520, and no one registered against it with the Government Accountability Board.





Committee Vote:


On January 21, 2010, the Assembly Committee on Ways and Means recommended passage of AB 502 as amended by a vote of 10-0.
