
Summary of Bill:





Currently, the school board of Milwaukee Public Schools (MPS) may apply to the Department of Administration (DOA) for an annual grant to be used for improving academic achievement.  This bill changes the department to which MPS may apply for a grant from DOA to the Department of Public Instruction (DPI).





Fiscal Effect:





There was no state fiscal effect for this bill.





Supporters Message:





This bill would help to make WI eligible for federal “Race to the Top” funds.


It makes more sense for DPI to handle this program than DOA.





Opponents Message:





The only argument against the bill was based on the process surrounding the speed of introduction and passage of all the “Race to the Top-enabling” bills.

Committee Vote:
