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Summary of AB 542:


Assembly Bill 561—Under Current Law, DOR establishes the education, examination and requirement for certification for local property assessors.  The certification period is every five years.  An assessor may be recertified by examination or by attendance at four of the previous five annual meeting held by DOR and by meeting DOR’s continuing education requirements.  Recertification is also contingent upon the assessor submitting a notarized application of renewal at least 60 days before the expiration of their current license.  





AB 561 eliminates the assessor having to have their renewal certification notarized. 





Fiscal Effect: There was no fiscal estimate prepared for AB 561


Supporters Message:


Notaries are becoming harder to find especially in outlying areas, AB 561 eliminates this arduous process.  





Opponents Message:


Perhaps there could be some opportunity for fraud without a notary signature, but who would risk their job, their livelihood, for that?

No one testified or registered against AB561, and no one registered against it with the Ethics Board.    





Committee Vote:
