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Summary of Bill:


Current law requires the Department of Natural Resources to establish a scholarship grant program to assist individuals who are seeking certification by the Wisconsin Professional Loggers Association as master loggers.





AB 562 was suggested as remedial legislation by the DNR.  The bill specifies that scholarships under the grant program are for individuals seeking certification by the Great Lakes Timber Professionals Association, since the WPLA and its functions have been wholly incorporated into the GLTPA.
