
Summary of Bill:


Assembly Bill (AB) 563 eliminates obsolete statutory provisions related to the use value assessment of agricultural land.





This bill is remedial legislation requested by the Department of Revenue to repeal provisions related to the initial 10-year phase-in period for the determination of assessed values for agricultural land under use-value assessment.  These provisions are now obsolete because the phase-in period expired in 2008.  In addition, it should be noted that the phase-in was abbreviated by rule in 2000, thus making these provisions obsolete prior to 2008.





Fiscal Effect:


A fiscal estimate was not required for AB 563.  However, the Department of Revenue indicates the elimination of these provisions will have no administrative or fiscal effect on the Department, nor will it impact current property tax assessment practices in Wisconsin.





Supporters Message:


This bill removes an outdated section of the statutes and eliminates unnecessary statutory language.





Opponents Message:


None apparent.





Key Supporters:

Key Opponents:


No one testified or registered against AB 563, and no one registered against it with the Ethics Board.





Committee Vote:


On February 25, 2010, the Assembly Committee on Agriculture recommended passage of AB 563 on a vote of 11-0. [A. Ott, Nerison, Murtha, Tauchen, and Brooks voted Aye.]
