
Summary of Bill: 





Assembly Bill (AB) 592 creates a special non-expiring registration category called historic military vehicles, allowing limited operation for certain eligible former military vehicles. Any military vehicles other than those eligible for historic military vehicle registration, and that do not meet federal motor vehicle safety standards, may not be registered for operation on public highways.  





This bill is in advance of a DOT rule that will prohibit registration of any former military vehicles.	








Fiscal Effect:





DMV would incur a one-time cost of $11,800 to develop the new plate type.  A $25 per registration processing fee will be collected until the $11,800 is repaid.





Supporters Message:





This bill will enable drivers of former military vehicles to drive a limited number of miles per year allowing them to participate in car shows, parades, and other historical events.	





Opponents Message:





This bill will not protect individuals who depend on these vehicles as their daily drivers.  The loss of registration is in effect a loss of liberty to these particular owners.  The DOT has gotten no directive from NHTSA to get these vehicles off the road and upon request could not provide specific crash data to prove these vehicles are unsafe.
