
Summary of Bill (as amended):


Assembly Bill (AB) 645  - Under current law any person or group that accepts or gives $25 to influence the outcome of a referendum must register. Additionally, the same group or organization that accepts over $100 in a calendar year for the same purpose must file a financial statement.





AB-645 will raise the limit for the contribution or receiving of the donation to $750 in a calendar year before being required to register. The bill will also raise the threshold for the filing of a financial statement to $750 for the groups or organizations.





Fiscal Effect:


There is no fiscal effect listed with this bill.





Supporters Message:


The current limits are too low and do not reflect the current realities for contributions or expenditures for the purpose of campaigning for or against referendum. The higher levels are more in line with real numbers seems in these cases.





Opponents Message:


Higher registration limits will allow for the creation of more small, fake advocacy groups that can be involved in campaigns without having to register their expenditures.
