
Summary of Bill (as amended):


Assembly Bill (AB) 670 requires the seller of residential property to disclose to the buyers if the property is subject to a county shoreland mitigation plan.





In November, 2009, the Department of Natural Resources (DNR) adopted revisions to ch. NR 115, Wis. Adm. Code.  The final rule is expected to take effect in early 2010.  County governments will then have two years to update their shoreland zoning ordinances.  The ordinances must be consistent with, or exceed, the state’s rule.





AB 670 requires the seller of a residential property to disclose on the real estate condition report whether a property is subject to the county’s shoreland mitigation plan.  





The bill takes effect the day after publication.





Assembly Amendment 1 to AB 670 changes the effective date of the bill to January 1, 2011.  [AA1 to AB 670 was adopted unanimously.]
