
Summary of Bill:


Assembly Bill (AB) 692 corrects three errors in 2009 Wisconsin Act 100.  


Section 1 of the bill moves, to their proper places within s. 343.31 (4), cross-references to subsections 343.31 (1) (am), (ar), and (b).  In Act 100, these subsections are incorrectly placed within s. 343.31 (4) and the cite doesn't make sense.  


Section 2 of the bill clarifies that s. 347.413 (1) applies to a court order for an ignition interlock that was ordered before or after Act 100 takes effect.  In Act 100, there is a reference to an order made under s. 343.301 (1).  Act 100 repealed or repealed and renumbered subsections of s. 343.301 and created s. 343.301 (1g), so the change in section 2 of the bill clarifies that it is illegal to violate an order made either under s. 343.301 (1), 2007 statutes or the new s. 343.301 (1g).


Section 3 amends s. 814.65, which requires a municipal court fee for any municipal court action except, prior to the effective date of Act 100, for certain first OWI-related violations and certain seat-belt and disability registration card violations.  Section 814.65 was affected by the budget bill so that a municipal court could not collect the fee for a financial responsibility violation, in addition to the other exceptions.  


Act 100 double drafted that section to eliminate the exception for certain first OWI-related violations and to incorporate the changes made in the budget bill but inadvertently left out the words "except for."  As a result of this error, s. 814.65 requires a municipal court fee only for financial responsibility, certain seat-belt, and disability registration card violations. 


Fiscal Effect:


No fiscal effect.





Supporters Message:


It would be difficult for the bill to be enacted prior to the effective date of 2009 Act 100 (July 1, 2010) if it went through the normal “law revision” process.  The bill needs to be enacted to avoid problems.  





Opponents Message:


The bill should have a public hearing, committee review and committee vote before being scheduled for action by the Assembly.
