
Summary of Bill (as amended):


Assembly Bill (AB) 731 - The bill authorizes a cooperative to permit electronic voting on a motion if the cooperative permits absent members to vote on the motion as permitted under current law.  If the bylaws provide for electronic voting, the cooperative is able to authenticate that it is the member who is casting a vote, and the cooperative gives an electronic vote the same weight as a vote by an absent member under current law. 





Fiscal Effect:


No state fiscal impact.





Supporters Message:


AB 731 allows members of a cooperative to vote by electronic means if allowed by cooperative bylaws, and authenticated as a voting member.  





Opponents Message:
