
Summary of Bill:


Assembly Bill (AB) 806 - Under current law, the procedure for consolidating two or more school districts requires a referendum to be held on consolidation in the November election.





This bill expands the dates to allow the consolidation referendum to be held during the April election or the September election.





Fiscal Effect:


There was no fiscal effect expected from this bill.  





Supporters Message:


This bill increases the flexibility that school districts have when navigating the school consolidation procedure.


By allowing April, September, and November elections, school districts will have more time for planning and more time for interim boards to be formed and make decisions for the future consolidated district 





Opponents Message:


This bill will result in fewer taxpayers to be aware of the consolidation efforts, as the April local and September primary elections have much lower turnout than the November general election.
