
Summary of Bill (as amended):





Assembly Bill 828 -  allows certified advanced practice nurse prescribers to provide


certain services provided by other health care providers. Specifically, the bill allows advanced practice


nurses to do all of the following:


1. Conduct and certify the results of an examination required by DOT to determine whether a


person has the ability to exercise reasonable control over a vehicle.


2. Verify to the Department of Natural Resources that a person applying for a specialized


hunting permit or a disabled fishing license is physically disabled or has a sight impairment.


3. Examine, diagnose, and treat a minor with a sexually transmitted disease without obtaining


the parent’s or guardian’s consent. The bill relieves an advanced practice nurse prescriber


from civil liability for not having that consent.





Assembly Amendment 1 (adopted 6-0-1 Strachota absent)


Assembly Amendment 1 deletes item 3., above, from the bill. Thus, under the bill, an advanced


practice nurse is not authorized to examine, diagnose, or treat a minor with a sexually transmitted disease without obtaining the parent’s or guardian’s consent.


  


Fiscal Effect:


None needed. 





Supporters Message:


Advanced Practice Nurses (APNP) have statutory authority to order lab and diagnostic tests and prescribe medications.  Some state statutes are silent on the inclusion of APNPs which is causing delays in access to certain examinations due to the lack of health care practitioners. APNPs should be added to the types of health care practitioners qualified and authorized to deliver these services.  


This proposal resolves inconsistencies in state statutes.


 


Opponents Arguments:


According to the Medical Society of Wisconsin, the bill could be improved with clarifying scope of practice language, similar to other legislation this session.

Key Opponents:


Wisconsin Family Action registered with the GAB against the bill. However, they amended their position by saying “Assembly Amendment 1 to AB 828 removes our concerns with this bill. If AA1 to AB 828 is passed, our position on this bill is neutral.” 





The Medical Society of Wisconsin registered as undecided/has reservations with the GAB. Please see opposition bullet point in summary for details. 





Committee Vote:


On April 7, 2010, the Assembly Committee on Public Health recommended passage of AB 828 as amended, on a vote of 6-0-1 (Strachota – absent)
