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Summary of AB 830 (As Amended):


Assembly Bill 830 permits a sheriff to collect an administrative fee of up to $ 25 to cover the costs of fingerprinting from a person who has requested that he or she be fingerprinted. (example for employment purposes)  AB 830 also allows the sheriff to charge the same fee for conducting various administrative actions related to a person who is arrested, including fingerprinting, mug shot, and information data collection of that person.  If an arrested person paid the fee, the county must reimburse the person if the person is not charged with a crime or is acquitted or if charges are dismissed.  


Assembly Amendment 1 adds the fingerprinting fee to the list of penalty surcharges in section 973.05 of the statutes detailing how courts can order payment of penalty fines.  (Example:  AA1 says Until Paid in Full.)  





Fiscal Effect:





Fiscal estimates completed by the Court system stated there would be no impact on the courts however fiscal impact maybe felt on the counties.  DOR’s fiscal estimated stated The Department of Revenue (DOR) does not maintain data on the number of persons who request that they be fingerprinted or on the number of persons arrested and the dispositions of the cases for those persons who are arrested. Data on the number of persons arrested, and on the police agency which made the arrest, are maintained by the Wisconsin Office of Justice Assistance.





DOR is unable to estimate the increase in county sheriff fees that this bill could engender. Any increase in fees could potentially reduce the amount of other county revenue, such as the county property tax levy, needed to support county sheriff departments compared to current law.





Supporters Message:


This gives local counties another source of revenue while possibly helping local sheriff’s department’s pay for equipment through a criminal user fee. 


More & more individuals are being asked for fingerprints as part of their employment.  Local law enforcement should be able to charge a reasonable fee for this service.


Opponents Message:


Democrat members were concerned that the indigent would not be able to pay the administrative fee
