
Summary of Bill:


Under current law, a non-profit organization that is conducting a raffle must provide an individual that purchases a raffle ticket the purchaser’s portion of the ticket at the time of purchase. 





Assembly Bill 856 would simply allow the organization conducting the raffle to supply the purchaser their portion of the raffle ticket before the raffle is held.  





Fiscal Effect:





No fiscal estimate was required of AB 856.





Supporters Message:


This will make it easier to sell raffle tickets for community events.  Community organizations have found it more difficult to sell enough tickets to make these raffles successful and believe AB 856 will help considerably.  


There have been efforts on the federal level to loosen restrictions on using the postal service for raffle sales.  If the federal government allows for these transactions to be done through the mail, AB 856 will help Wisconsin’s community groups to take advantage of this new option.


Raffles have a number of restrictions put upon them that have led to groups having to reimburse large sums of money to the purchasers of raffle tickets.  Anything we can do to make raffles easier to run will be a huge benefit to these community groups. 





Opponents Message:


Without receiving the purchaser’s portion of the ticket, the purchaser would have no fiscal proof that they purchased the ticket.  The supporters of this legislation failed to answer questions on what would be given to the purchaser to prove they actually purchased the ticket.
