
Summary of Bill:





Assembly Bill (AB) 883 – Currently, the Milwaukee Child Welfare Partnership Council (Council) is attached to the Department of Children and Families (DCF) with specific duties to perform. This legislation requires the Council to submit an annual report of those recommendations to DCF, which within 60 days after receiving the report must prepare a response to those recommendations and transmit the report, together with its response, to the governor and to the appropriate standing committees of the legislature. The bill also requires the Council to hold at least one public hearing each year at which the Council must encourage public participation and solicit public input regarding the child welfare system in Milwaukee County.





Fiscal Effect:





A fiscal estimate was not required for AB 883.





Supporters Message:





This legislation seeks to improve the outlook and effectiveness of the Milwaukee Child Welfare Partnership Council by formalizing the input/recommendation relationship between the Council, the Department of Children and Families, the Legislature, and the public.
