
Summary of Bill (as amended):


Assembly Bill (AB) 899 authorizes payments to hospitals for HIV-related services provided to Medical Assistance recipients.





Assembly Substitute Amendment 1 to AB 899 requires DHS to develop a plan to increase MA reimbursements to a provider that receives a grant pursuant to the “Mike Johnson Life Care and Early Intervention Services grants” if, that provider is recognized by a National Committee on Quality Assurance as a patient-Centered Medical Home, or the Secretary of DHS determines that the provider has complied with all of the enumerated criteria for care. In addition, the Department must specify the increases in reimbursement rates for providers regarding the monthly per-patient care coordination fee for those particular providers. Moreover, the Department is required to implement the proposal beginning, January 1, 2011, subject to federal approval. Finally, the Bill modifies the definition of “care coordination” to include, “coordination of outpatient medical care, specialty care, inpatient care, dental care, and mental health care and medical management.” [ASA 1 to AB 899 was adopted unanimously]





Fiscal Effect:


The fiscal estimate prepared by the DHS shows an increase in costs, and will affect existing revenue, particularly, federal funds received under the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act; there are also matching costs associated with hospital Medicaid payments.





Supporters Message:


This legislation seeks to generate new federal Medicaid revenue.


AB 899 will increase access to medical, dental, and mental health care for a growing population of HIV patients, without affecting GPR.





Opponents Message:


No one testified or registered against AB 899.
