NFIB Opposes Passage of Senate Bill 2

While it is always important to keep credit flowing through the small business economy, it is critically important during these challenging days of the recession.

Senate Bill 2, the so-called wage protection legislation, would make the current credit markets unstable and could lead to a severe credit crisis in Wisconsin.
