
Summary of Bill (� HYPERLINK "http://www.legis.state.wi.us/2007/data/AB184-AA1.pdf" ��as amended�):


Senate Bill 172: This bill limits the use of direct annexation by unanimous approval to town land that is contiguous to the annexing city or village.  Under this bill, a town may challenge direct annexation by unanimous approval, as well as several other types of annexations, including annexation by	referendum initiated by a city or village and annexation of city-owned or village-owned territory, but only on the issue of whether the territory proposed for annexation is contiguous to the annexing city or village.





� HYPERLINK "http://www.legis.state.wi.us/2009/data/SB172-SA2.pdf" ��Senate Amendment 2�:  Senate Amendment 2 deletes SECTION 2 of the bill that would permit a town to challenge the validity of an annexation on whether territory is contiguous to the annexing city or village.   This amendment removes the legal standing for the town to pursue legal action.  This was a compromise between the Wisconsin Towns Association and League of Municipalities.

DOA estimates the local fiscal effect with regards to litigation is indeterminate and it is not possible to forecast if the number of proposed annexations will increase or decrease.

Opponents Message:

Key Supporters:

Key Opponents:


As amended, only the Wisconsin Realtor Association and the Dane County Cities and Villages Association remain registered in opposition according to the GAB web site.
