
Summary of Bill:





Senate Bill (SB) 284 directs the Department of Transportation to designate and, upon receipt of sufficient contributions from interested parties, mark the entire route of USH 63 as the "Gaylord Nelson Highway."








Fiscal Effect:





No state funds are to be used for erecting or maintaining the markers. Instead private contributions will be used to cover these expenses.
