
Summary of Bill: (as amended)





Senate Bill (SB) 410 directs the DOT to designate and mark a portion of the route of I 43 within the city of Milwaukee as the "Jeannetta Simpson-Robinson Memorial Highway."





Senate Amendment 1 adds to the bill; upon receipt of sufficient contributions from interested parties, including any county, city, village, or town, to cover the costs of erecting and maintaining markers along the route specified in the bill to clearly identify to motorists the designation of the route as the “Jeannetta Simpson-Robinson Memorial Highway,” the DOT must erect and maintain the markers.








Fiscal Effect:





DOT stated that the off-road marker is estimated at $1,500 to produce and install.  The amendment states that no public money will be used for this marker, only private contributions.








Supporters Message:





This bill will honor Jeannetta Simpson-Robinson and all of her achievements. 





Opponents Message:





When do we reach the limit of highways that we are willing to name?  Better yet, in an effort to bring in revenue, why don’t we just privatize the naming rights to all of our highways, streets, bridges, etc.?
