On behalf of the Wisconsin Register of Deeds Association, I 

am asking for your support of AB292. 

AB292 updates (cleans up) various areas within the statutes relating to recording real property documents in the register of deeds offices as follows:

· Margin requirements on all pages to be recorded;

· Recording conveyances of mineral interests in the real estate tract index; and

· Revises the fee for a certificate of a declaration of trust document to be as defined in 59.43(2)(b).

AB292 also creates the authority that a register of deeds may return the entire group of documents unrecorded that have been submitted for recording because of a failure to comply with required statutory requirements; and under section 706.25, uniform real property electronic recording act, AB292 allows for every document that a register of deeds accepts for recording, despite its failure to conform to one or more statutory requirements, is considered recorded.
